Volvo Construction Equipment is building a new paintshop in Hallsberg, Sweden. The new facility will boost quality, enhance capacity and offer a range of environmental benefits. 

Cab Division, with about 750 employees in Hallsberg, develops and manufactures cabs for Volvo CE’s construction machines. Like the rest of Volvo CE, this division has experienced a considerable increase in production volumes in recent years. 

As a result, Volvo CE has decided to replace two of the three paintshops in Hallsberg with one new facility which, in addition to enhanced quality and greater capacity, will also offer a range of benefits for the environment. Among other things, emissions of solvents and greenhouse gases will be considerably reduced compared with current levels. An on-site filtration plant will also reduce the amount of refuse at the same time as discharges of water into the municipal water-treatment network will be more than halved despite the increased production volume.

Investment in the new facility totals 150 million Swedish kronor (21 million USD). The move is part of a larger package of investments in Volvo CE’s factories in the USA and Sweden. Earlier this year, an additional 180 million kronor (25 million US dollars) was authorised for the plant in Ashville. These resources are being earmarked for capacity increases in the factory to meet higher local demand for excavators.

All told, the investments total 390 million kronor (55 million USD) and also encompass the factories in Braås and Eskilstuna.
