U.S. Silica's Berkeley Plant Wins 2009 Mountaineer Guardian Award!

U.S. Silica's Berkeley facility won the 2009 Mountaineer Guardian Award, Quarry Division.  The West Virginia Office of Miners’ Health, Safety and Training and the West Virginia Coal Association (Mining and Reclamation Association) established the Mountaineer Guardian Safety Awards Program in 1983 as a joint effort to promote safety in the coal fields of West Virginia.  This special program gives recognition to mining workplaces where employees have accumulated qualifying amounts of production without experiencing a fatal accident.   Mining operations are divided by type of mining:  underground, surface, quarry, etc.  The criteria involved in qualifying for nomination include:  mine/facility must be fatal-free for the award period, safety program (initiatives by the company), co-operative efforts (company works with inspectors—abates violations—good faith), and violation history.  The award was presented on February 4, 2010.
